Subscribers will receive information based on CrimeWeb’s zip code system that may affect them in their community. For example, a subscriber could register to receive an email alert letting them know about a robbery in their neighborhood. Or, the subscriber could request to receive a text alert on their cell phone or pager informing them that their local police department is offering a free home security guide.

“The CrimeWeb concept allows anyone in any community to instantly receive an alert via email,” Captain Piccioni said, founder of CrimeWeb.Net.  “The system is also vastly more versatile and does not require a law enforcement agency to purchase any hardware or software to begin to utilize the system. The only necessity is an Internet connection on an existing PC.”
